Criteria for returning to Year 14
1.
The school expects a minimum of 3 passes A-E in AS examinations in order for students to progress to Year 14.  Only in exceptional circumstances, and with the approval of the Headmaster or Academic Vice-Principal, will a student be allowed to progress to Year 14 with two pass grades.
2.
A student who has not passed any AS subjects, or has passed only one, will leave the school, unless exceptional circumstances apply.  Students who achieve pass grades at A to E in two of their AS subjects have 2 options – to leave the school or to ask to repeat Year 13.  A boy will only repeat Year 13 after discussions with the Headmaster and/or Academic Vice-Principal.  During these interviews his commitment to academic work, sources of evidence for which will include teachers’ comments, levels of attendance, his record of punctuality and his disciplinary record during the previous year, will be reviewed.  The option of repeating the year cannot be guaranteed to any boy who might wish to take it.
 

3.
Re-sits in subjects may be taken in January 2011 or June 2011 in order to improve the grade achieved in August 2010.  The school, however, will only permit one re-sit per subject and a maximum of three re-sits per student. 
Progression into Year 14 remains at the discretion of the school and in addition to the published criteria consideration will also be given to;

· The student’s attitude and commitment to his academic studies and to the school community (high levels of attendance and punctuality form part of a student’s commitment to his/her work). 

· The student’s behaviour and disciplinary record.

The purpose of this review is to determine the best way forward for each student. Some of the following strategies may be implemented: 

· A discussion with parents about the best way forward. 

· A specific Target Setting programme will come into operation and be regularly monitored with the expectation of improvement. 

· Modules may be identified to be re-taken in January of Year 14. 

· Regular meetings with a teacher mentor, to discuss progress and targets, will be arranged. 

· Repeating the year.

· A decision to leave Bangor Grammar School and pursue an alternative course of study.
